PUBLIC FORUM: Wayne Hill had concerns that the parking on the west side of the highway was not
barricaded off for the fair parade. It was decided it had not been relayed to the new employee and will
update procedure so it gets barricaded off at the next parade.

OLD BUSINESS:

Wayne Hill gave an update on the Afton Lake Rock Jetty grant. Jeff & Michelle Burger and Wayne
visited the site and discussed several ideas for the lake. Wayne received a depth drawing of the lake from
the DNR and either the south or north side would be good for a jetty. Will focus on south side first phase.
Several other ideas were discussed to make the lake area more for families, kids and groups. Grant ideas
were mentioned and Wayne will pitch ideas at High Lakes meeting on September 6. Wayne will also get
in touch with Gary Sobotka with DNR Fish Hatchery to come up with cost estimates for Jetty and report
back to Council.

Tom Clause of Clause Architects was present to give the Council an update and show drawings on the
Community Center design approved by the ABC Group. Tom also updated the Council on the soil that
was found with debris under the old JOY building. The north front half of the lot will have to have the
soil removed and the south half was okay. Once the old footings from the buildings that burned are



uncovered he can then have the structural engineer finish the footing designs and send to USDA before
advertising for bids. Updated costs estimates are $111/sq.ft. = $266,952 for general construction, $26,000
for furniture, fixtures, and equipment, and $26,000 for contingencies. Parrott asked if we will be able to
start construction this year and Tom said he still feels we can get started this fall.

Council discussed EU Primary School building. Williams wondered if once the school preschool moves
out of the fairground building to the new school if there would be more room for the Thrift Shop and
ASPIRE program there. Parrott mentioned the grant application for Endow showed the school was
supplying rent free space and utilities for them. Some Council members mentioned comments they have
received from residents against the City buying the building and City Clerk said she has received some
comments at City Hall against the purchase. Parrott didn’t need to view the school as she is not in favor
of buying. Burger and Williams also expressed not being in favor. Cunningham wanted to view before
decided and Williams and Hill also wanted to view the school. Hill moved to table discussion until next
month and view building tonight. Williams seconded the motion. Roll call votes of four ayes and nay
vote from Parrott. Motion carried. Note: Council left City Hall after all other agenda business was
finished at 8:15 PM and viewed school. Meeting was adjourned at the EU Primary building.

At 7:34 PM Parrott moved to go into closed session pursuant to Chapter 21.5 (1)(c)-matters in litigation
and 21.5(1) (j)-discuss purchase of real estate. Cunningham seconded the motion. Roll call votes of ayes:
Cunningham, Hill, Parrott, Williams and Burger. Motion carried. City Attorney Marion James and
Police Chief Coulter were also present for closed session. Closed session ended at 7:59 PM.

NEW BUSINESS:
Williams moved to approve the Fiscal Year 2011 Annual Report. Parrott seconded the motion. Roll call
votes of all ayes. Motion carried.

Parrott moved to approve the Kansas Street Deli Wine Permit renewal. Cunningham seconded the
motion. Roll call votes of all ayes. Motion carried.

Parrott moved to approve Casey’s General Stores Class E Liquor License. Burger seconded the motion.
Roll call votes of all ayes. Motion carried.

Recreation Board Council Representative Hill discussed many concerns the Board has with the school
using the Recreation Complex parking lot. There were many problems last year and they want to make
sure those don’t happen again this fall. The Mayor will send a letter to Superintendent Vogel and request
small road rock be put on top of the large rock used last year, the fence posts that were bent when vehicles
parked too close to the ball fence be fixed immediately as they were not fixed as requested when school
ended last year and that they either barricade off the non-parking areas or make sure the students stop
parking in the grass. If these issues are not taken care of the lot will be closed and not available for use
this year. Also if any other problems arise during the year they must be fixed immediately.

Burger moved to adjourn and Hill seconded the motion. Roll call votes of all ayes. Council adjourned at
8:32 PM.
